ENTRY:  No onsite player registration is accepted due to the classification of 
events.  Entries are only accepted from NDA Charter Holders 
(these are your league coordinators and operators).  

 

ENTRY FEE: Singles Events: 
   $41 ($32 per player each event + $9 administrative fee.) 

$66 for Master’s events ($57 per player + $9 administrative fee.) 
Doubles Events:  

   $72 ($54 per team per event + $18 administrative fee.) 
 $126 for Master’s events ($108 per team + $18 administrative fee.) 

Mixed Triples Events: 
$96 ($75 per team per event + $21 administrative fee.) 
$171 for Master’s events ($150 + $21 administrative fee.) 
Team Events: 

 $160 ($125 per team per event + $35 administrative fee.) 
 $335 for Master’s events ($300 per team + $35 administrative fee.) 

 
Entries and fees must be returned to your operator or league  
coordinator prior to their deadlines to ensure your entry into  
the tournament. 

  
SKILL LEVELS: Team Dart is for NDA-sanctioned players of all skill levels. Each 

event is classified based on player skill allowing fun and friendly 
competition for all. 

 

SOCIAL:  Two player parties with live entertainment offer players fun along 
with the competition. 

 

BEST DRESSED: One team will be chosen as Best Dressed Team from photos taken 
for each of the following categories: TEAMS, SINGLES, DOUBLES 
and MIXED TRIPLES. Judging will take place after the Tournament 
by the NDA’s Team Dart Tournament Committee. Teams will be 
judged on: appearance, innovation and creativity. 

 
ONSITE ALTERNATE RULE (APPLIES AFTER MARCH 12): 
Onsite alternates can be used by a team as long as the Tournament Committee has approved 
the change 2 hours prior to the day’s event. An alternate must be from the same league system 
and meet all the player requirements noted in Player/Team Eligibility. Alternate players must be 
rated equal to or less than the player they are replacing. It is recommended that possible alter-
nates be submitted, with their statistics, prior to the tournament by your operator to avoid de-
lays. Onsite approval for alternates not already participating in the tournament can be re-
quested by a Charter Holder, with appropriate league statistics, within the time frame noted. For 
ladies and mixed events, the alternate player must also be of the same gender. No roster 
changes are allowed in finals. Absolutely no one can serve as an alternate on more than one 
team per event. Any players on your team roster for that event may be rotated in match-by-
match, not between games.
